Remarks & Preparation Instructions

For the items identified in the equipment specification as shore based spares the following data sheet shall be provided.

The Shore Based Spares Shipping Data Sheets shall include the information necessary for storage of spares. The data sheets shall specify the program name, description, and listing of the material requiring special storage for each spare.  In addition, the data sheets shall include identification of the following:

1. Material handling equipment (MHE) required in excess of 15,000 lb. handling capacity or other special handling gear.

2. Personnel requirements, such as, administrative, technical, etc.

3. Utility requirements, such as, water, telephone, electric, etc.

4. Any administrative or technical office space required (square feet) to include office furniture and equipment for five (5) requiring activity’s use.

5. Security requirements including fire and police protection.

6. Supply support requirements, such as, shipping, receiving, and warehousing requirements and responsibilities.

7. Reporting or inventory requirements.

8. Total measurement tons.  

9. The overall dimensions of any unit in excess of 10 feet in width or 12 feet in height shall be specified.

10. Estimated weight in pounds.  If the estimated weight of any unit is in excess of 15,000 lbs., an actual weight shall be provided in lieu of estimated weights.

11. Primary storage location desired.  Provide justification if material cannot be stored at other than the requested geographical locations.

12. Type of storage space required, such as controlled humidity, flammable hazardous material, refrigerated, heated, unheated, or open storage.

13. Estimate warehouse space (gross square feet) required.

14. Schedule of material movement including receipts and shipments.

15. Any special terms or conditions to be performed by host or tenant.

16. Estimated classified storage space required.  Gross square feet and level of classification.

17. Planned or required preventative maintenance schedule.

Shore Based Spares Shipping Data Sheets shall be provided with software in X-Base compatible format.
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
