7.
Remarks & Preparation Instructions

The Seller shall provide commercial/general purpose technical manuals and supplemental data as well as systems/special purpose manuals for all installed equipment and components onboard the ship.  
The Seller is reminded that technical manual development is an iterative and often long process involving multiple review cycles with the Government. Government comments resulting from these multiple review cycles must be incorporated by the Seller before final approval and payment will be made by the Shipbuilder.
The Technical Manuals/Equipment Technical Manuals and Supplemental Data shall provide all necessary data required for the operation and maintenance of equipment by the intended operator/user without the services of a manufacturer's representative.  

Manuals shall include all information necessary to perform shipboard (organizational/intermediate) and depot level maintenance and shall include the following OEM information for all equipment, components, assemblies, and subassemblies provided: Technical manuals shall include complete parts lists including illustrated parts breakdown identifying individual parts and relationships, supporting illustrations and diagrams, information describing principles of operation and maintenance, operating and servicing instructions, equipment serial numbers, model numbers, equipment or component characteristics data, preparation for equipment storage, identification of any unique material or operating environment, and identification of any special tools or test equipment required for maintenance or repair.  

Manuals shall include maintenance or logistics information for any equipment or component designated repairable regardless of the location of the designated repair point.  

Referenced documents shall be provided that are critical to information that is required to maintain, develop, and/or support the equipment. 

All manuals shall be completed and onboard ship to support ship trials.  All manuals shall be written in the English language.

The technical manual format shall be in accordance with Attachment 1 to Data Item No. DI-B054.  The technical manual content shall include all data specified in Attachment 1 to Data Item No. DI-B054

TECHNICAL MANUALS/EQUIPMENT TECHNICAL MANUALS AND SUPPLEMENTAL DATA

1.
Manufacturer's commercial technical manuals, which are technically adequate and accurate, may be submitted for Government approval.  However, Government approval of a manual will not be based on content alone, for example, legibility and size shall be considered.  Manuals with pages smaller than 4 by 8 inches or greater than 17 by 11 inches, or with smaller than eight (8)-point type for text, or six (6) point type for parts list will be reviewed on a case by case basis.  Printed copies must be clear and legible, and must be permanently bound to preserve the manual in a shipboard environment.  Manuals that are two (2) inches or greater in depth shall be tabbed to facilitate the locating of specific sections.

Cover and title pages of technical manuals shall contain the following information: 

a.
Manufacturer’s Name and Address.

b.
Equipment Name and Application.

c.
Hull Number and Ship Class.

d.
TMIN and NSN.

e.
Date of Applicability.

3.
Supplemental data shall be added to correct any technical manual deficiencies identified by the Government.

4.
The writing style shall ensure that manuals are understood easily by operation, installation and maintenance personnel.  Mathematical explanations will not be presented unless no other method is suitable.  Manufacturer's literature generally intended for sales promotion will not be accepted.  Manufacturer's technical data bulletins or cut sheets will be provided.  When the primary equipment manufacturer incorporates components from another manufacturer into his equipment, the primary manufacturer shall furnish complete documentation on their purchased components.  Page layout shall conserve space without lessening usability or clarity of material.  Blank pages and spaces shall be avoided whenever possible.  Leading spacing shall be used for best legibility and conservation of space.  Double spacing of text is not acceptable.  Slight variations are permitted to avoid layout practices that would result in the following:  

a.
The first line of the paragraph being at the bottom of the page.

b.
The last line of a paragraph being at the top of a new page.

c.
A sidehead falling on the last line of a page.

d.
Warnings, cautions, notes being divided so that the first lines appears on one page and the remaining lines on another.  

5.
Technical manuals shall be digitized as follows: 

a.
System equipment technical manuals shall be scanned from hard copy into a digital format using Searchable Adobe Acrobat 7.0TM, incorporating a full search capability with book marking. These major equipment/systems include, but are not limited to: (1) propulsion and electric generation plants; (2) ship service generation plants; (3) emergency power generation plants; (4) steering systems; (5) machinery control systems; (6) switchboards/switching gear; (7) communication and navigation equipment; (8) refrigeration plants; (9) lubrication and fuel oil systems; (10) sanitation and vacuum sewage systems; and (11) cargo handling and UNREP equipment, as applicable, 

b.
Equipment Manuals, such as, minor pumps, motors, or galley equipment, etc., shall be scanned into a digital format using Searchable Adobe Acrobat 7.0TM.

c.
Equipment Manuals, such as, machine shop equipment, office equipment, etc., operator type manuals shall be scanned/converted to digital format using Adobe Acrobat 7.0TM.
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
