8.
Remarks & Preparation Instructions

8.1 The JHSV Prime Contractor is required to deliver to the government a Familiarization Program Plan. This plan is intended to describe a training process for providing familiarization for ship’s force personnel in order to orient and familiarize the crew with the ship’s design, ship's machinery and equipment, basic operation, specific operation and maintenance requirements. 

8.2 It is recognized by the JHSV Prime Contractor that selected main equipment vendors can offer established training courses and facilities to familiarize the ship’s force personnel with the ship’s machinery and equipment, basic operation, specific operation and maintenance requirements.
8.3 If the vendor believes they can offer a cost effective training program to address the basic operation, specific operation and maintenance requirements of their equipment or system then they are invited to provide a detailed offer.
8.4 The offer shall include the proposed schedule, curriculum, instructor qualifications, resource requirements, follow-on recommendations, key personnel and coordination requirements.  

8.5 An instruction syllabus that provides detailed course technical data and information to be used by the instructor in presenting each familiarization lesson for the required topics shall preferably be included.

8.6 Instructional materials shall include existing contractual documentation (e.g. equipment/system technical manuals, full size ship construction/equipment drawings, Engineer’s Operating Manual, Booklet of General Drawings, etc.).  Copies of these source documents shall also be available for use by the participants during the familiarization sessions.
