Remarks & Preparation Instructions

The Corrosion Prevention and Control Plan (CPCP) shall include the processes to accomplish corrosion prevention and control necessary to meet the System Specification requirements. The plan, at a minimum, shall identify the following:

a. Material Specification. 

1) Metallic. 

2) Non-metallic.

b. Coating System Specification.

c. Coating application procedures.

d. Fabrication Processes including: 

1) Surface Preparation. 

2) Edge Preparation.

e. Cathodic Protection.

f. Method of installation or attachment of equipment to ship’s base structure.

g. Preventive and corrective procedures to be used during construction and operation.

The CPCP shall identify how material selection processes will meet the service life and life cycle cost requirements of the System Specification.

The CPCP shall provide a recommended Life Cycle Maintenance and Corrosion Control Plan (LCMCCP) and a methodology for updating the LCMCCP as the design and construction progresses.

The CPCP shall include sketches, calculations, analyses, trade-off studies, and special studies, as necessary.

The CPCP shall identify the proposed Quality Assurance (QA) Plan to be used during construction, including vendor and subcontractor compliance verification processes prior to acceptance of vendor and subcontractor designs.  

The CPCP shall include inspection, testing, and documentation schedules. 

The CPCP shall include personnel training and qualifications required to support the CPCP.
The CPCP shall address Regulatory Body compliance. 
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
